Affirmation of Baptism
Pastor: Alleluia! Christ is risen! People: He is risen indeed! Alleluia!

Pastor: Today, on this very day, we begin this celebration by remembering our baptism, our death and
birth into God’s amazing grace.

To those who are receiving individual recognition of affirmation: Who, gathered individually in your
life’s circumstance, desires to make public affirmation of their baptism? | do.

To the whole congregation gathered: Do you as a gathered people desire to make public affirmation
of your baptism? We do.

Let us pray. Merciful God, we thank you for these siblings in Christ, whom you have made your own
by water and the Word in baptism. You have called them to yourself, enlightened them with the gifts
of your Spirit, and nourished them in the community of faith. Uphold your servants in the gifts and
promises of baptism, and unite the hearts of all whom you have brought to new birth. We ask this in
the name of Christ. Amen.

Assistant: | ask you to profess your faith in Christ Jesus, reject sin, and confess the faith of the church.
Do you renounce the devil and all the forces that defy God?
I renounce them.

I renounce them.

Do you renounce the ways of sin that draw you from God?
I renounce them.
