Eucharistic Prayer

Pastor: God be with you. And also with you.

Lift up your hearts. We lift them to God.

Let us give thanks to our God. It is right to give our thanks and praise.




It is good to give you thanks, O God, source of abundant life; through Jesus Christ your eternal Word
who creates all things by the working of your Spirit. For he is the reflection of your glory, the very
imprint of your being. In him you have become one with us that we might become one with you. And
SO we raise our voices with saints and angels and all creation in joyful praise to you singing:

(ELW 193)
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Holy and wondrous God, long ago you spoke to our ancestors in many and various ways. And in these
last days you have spoken to us in your Word made flesh, Jesus, who proclaimed your dream of
peace. He gave himself for our weary world, accepting death so that we might live, and held our
darkness deep within until through cross and grave and empty tomb he set us free for love.

On the night in which he was betrayed, our Savior Christ took bread, and gave thanks; broke it, and
gave it to his disciples, saying: Take and eat; this is my body, given for you. Do this for the
remembrance of me.



Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it for all to drink, saying: This cup is the
new covenant in my blood, shed for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. Do this for the
remembrance of me.

Let us proclaim the mystery of faith:
Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again.

Pour out your Spirit upon us that we might be a people of grace and truth, bearing good news of joy
in every season.

And bring us at the last with Mary and Joseph and all your saints to that vision of eternal splendor for
which you have created us. Through Jesus Christ our Savior, by him, with him, and in him, in the unity
of the Holy Spirit, we worship you, O God, in songs of everlasting praise. Amen
